You may depart after the last concert in the eve-
ning of the 16th of August or leave on the 17th of August by 
10 am. 

Where 
Hundisburg Castle is located north of Magdeburg, near  
Haldensleben in Saxony-Anhalt. First mentioned in 1140, the 
fortress was rebuilt into a Renaissance castle in the middle 
of the 16th century and complemented by baroque elements 
in the 18th century. Hundisburg, with its historically signifi-
cant park, is now one of the most beautiful Baroque castles in  
Germany. 
 
Cost 
It’s free! The SummerMusicAcademy grants each musician 
a scholarship covering travel costs from their hometown or 
place of residence as well as room and board. Additionally, 
each orchestra member receives a 250 Euro stipend for the 
programme’s duration.
